The Most Dangerous Game Project

You will choose a group of four people to work with. Every member must play a role in the completion of this project. Each member will also be represented within the final product or else there will be no credit earned by that individual. 

Movie Poster:

The group will create a movie poster for their version of The Dangerous Game. You may chose to draw the movie poster or you can use digital imaging and photo shop to create the poster. The movie poster MUST look like a typical movie poster found in theaters today. In other words, the poster will have an image that represents the plot of the story/film. The title will be on the poster along with the main characters names, the director etc… For examples of movie posters go to the following website:

Movie Trailer:

Each group will meet and film a movie trailer for their version of The Dangerous Game. Each member must appear on the movie trailer video. If you do not have a role in the trailer you will not receive credit. Focus on the plot and conflict of the story when deciding what to film. Create scripts with dialogue in order to rehearse prior to filming. Try to incorporate some of the vocabulary from the story within your work You can view movie trailers by visiting: www.themoviebox.net/trailers/ or www.movie-list.com Make sure that you capture the essence of the short story.
Soundtrack:

Each group member will create a soundtrack, which will represent the story The Most Dangerous Game. The soundtrack will consist of 10-12 tracks. Each soundtrack will contain music of various genre and artists (i.e. do not have only hip hop or rock throughout the entire CD; mix and match different artists and styles of music). The CD will have a cover with the title of the CD. ON the back it will have a running list of artists and titles of the songs with the length of time. In the inside flap you will have an insert (where you would normally see the lyrics to the song) but instead of having lyrics to the songs chosen, you will include a 1-2 paragraph explaining how that song represents a particular section of the plot or conflict. You must include a burned CD of the songs you have chosen and mentioned on your soundtrack cover. You can view sample soundtracks by going to the site: www.filmsite.org
